  On Saturday the 14th of October, 2007, Dr. Fairouz Sarkis, representing the Lebanese EU National Contact Point (NCP) gave a presentation on the funding of projects through the European Commission’s FP7 to a general assembly of Lebanese NGOs. The general assembly was hosted by the Secretariat General of the Catholic Council for Patriarchs and Archbishops in Lebanon where more than 35 established and prominent NGOs such as Caritas, Arconceil, YMCA, and other were present.  

  Dr. Sarkis, during the presentation, presented an overview of FP7 and pointed out how such NGOs could benefit from the European Commission’s funding and what kind of Specific Programmes and calls they could participate in. 

  It is worth noting that more than 30 of these NGOs have registered in the Lebanese NCP database and have expressed their interest in participating in FP7. Additionally, the attendees were provided with a kit containing all relevant documents, important links, a registration form, and concise and informative brochure that summarizes all important aspects of FP7 and the process of participation.
